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[Tape begins in the middle of a sentence]
How can you assure that the information
about the Chemical Program, which is to
be delivered to the Security Council by
the Iraqi’s, is credible [accurate]? If there
was a problem with the Chemical
program, Ekeus [Rolf Ekeus, UN weapons
inspector] would have grounds to say that
it [allegations] was true about the
Biological program in 1993. Again, when
the Iraqi’s are pressured, they present new
information; therefore, it would not be
unbelievable. I mean, that is a foundation,
which would be easy for the listener to
believe when Ekeus has new issues about
any of the programs. He will use it when
he becomes cornered in the battle of
discussion. Now let us hear from comrade
‘Amir.
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[INTERRUPTED]

Sir, truthfully now [UNINTELLIGIBLE]
we have put a defense plan in place and
your Excellency was aware of the full
picture, where the confidence of the
success level is seventy percent and fifty
percent, depending on the UN paragraphs.
Truthfully, we have worked on it [the
plan], but now sir, our effort is solely
focused on the subject of the Biological
Program. In addition there is a special
team of inspectors in which all of their
efforts are now concentrated on the
Biological Program and the passing time
during these few weeks has given them
the chance to collect and examine the
information. I mean, are we neglecting
here ...? [INTERRUPTED]
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Are you talking about the Biological
Program or are you talking [rambling]
about another subject?
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No sir ... sorry, it is not that, if [ may say?
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There are grounds for that, but there are
no credible grounds left for the Chemical
Program and missiles. However, there are
grounds for the Biological Program. Sir
... one could be suspicious of it [the
Biological Program] if we concentrate on
it [UNINTELLIGIBLE] and the
trafficking effort and dodging everything
in regards to it. Therefore ... if one does
not have anything or have anything left,
for example, one should concentrate on
their efforts to achieve results. Now, there
is a strong ground for achievement on the
subject of the Biological Program. Now,
sir, the subject of the Biological Program
has become a subject that was adopted by
[UNINTELLIGIBLE] I mean I am sorry
to say that we are responsible for this
subject, I mean, we want to succeed. We
have succeeded in a few of the UN
paragraphs, we have won Russia, ahhh ...
we have convinced Russia by way of
generous accounts [payoffs] in which, you
remember how and why it happened ...
[INTERRUPTED]

Yes sir, I will answer that now sir ... God
bless you and keep you ... The only hope
we have in our present dilemma, is to
extract the technical event to prevent the
implementation of UN paragraph 22, I
mean, [UNINTELLIGIBLE]. Sir, getting
back to the subject of the difficulties that
your Excellency has mentioned, I mean,
without exaggeration it is consuming us
day and night, I mean ... it is choking and
disturbing us and if we are late for our
main work, it could be ... Sir, this subject,
[ mean, it is causing us an effect and a
cost ... cost. Such a possibility could
result in a positive outcome with a high
percentage ... not bad ... it could be
seventy or eighty percent. Sir, we must sit
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down with your Excellency and maybe we
will be able to calculate and organize this
effort. However sir, without doing this,
the possibility to succeed in UN paragraph
22 will be zero and this is what they
would like to see happen.
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Sir, even though comrade ‘Amir raised
the discussion in Security Council on
April 10", in addition to the questions that
we have put forth to the Council
Members, they were not addressed. If we
assume, for arguments sake, that there are
no results on the Biological program in
Ekeus’s story [report], no results on the
Biological program in Ekeus’s report and
Ekeus presented his report about the
missiles and the Chemical program, and
the International Atomic Energy Agency
presented their report about the Nuclear
program. For the second time ... [ use the
word “I am sure” and I am sure ninety
nine point nine percent of this report. The
French and the Russians are emphasizing
on why we should discuss Ekeus’s report
carefully and why the questions were not
put forth. It was for two reasons, the first
is bad luck, on both days, the tenth and the
eleventh, the Security Council had a very
busy schedule at the time of their meeting
in the morning, to hear Ekeus’s report
[INTERRUPTED]
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No sir ... I told you last time, that a lot of
work in the Security Council has been
neglected. Whereas, sometimes they
[Security Council] would not give
sufficient time for some files, however, if
there would be more persistence on them
giving sufficient time, if the French, the
Russians, and the Chinese would tell them
next week, then they would have no
choice. When Ekeus presented his report,
they said that we would meet tomorrow to
discuss it. From what I have seen, the
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discussion was briefly. The other aspect
that made Ekeus’s report confusing is the
draft resolution that was discussed at the
same time. The third is frustration ...,
which is important, the most important.
The frustration over yesterday’s file that
affected Russia and France, due to
witnessing a large gap that they could not
fight at the time, and for that reason they
have not put forth the questions. If
comrade ‘Amir can remember, similar
questions were presented to them [Russia
and France] in the past and they have been
put forth to the Security Council, I mean,
in this past January and March. In the
past, we have briefed them [over and
over| and told them not to only ask Ekeus
questions but they must rather request an
answer ... ask and surround Ekeus with
questions and allow silence afterwards.
The large gap that is present in the
Biological program has led the Russians
and the French to say ‘don't worry about
the questions, the time of the questions
will come.” The French will find the
subject a threat to the stability and
security, which they have been talking
about, out of question. Solve the large gap
and the questions would be raised. That is
why I am saying that if there wasn’t a
Biological program problem, then all that
would be left from the past files, would be
Ekeus’s point of view, in which he won’t
be able solve [proof] it. Sir, they have said
something that your Excellency knows
about and we know all about it as well.
The answer to the question of (are they
going to have something on us after six or
seven months on the Chemical program or
the missiles?) ... Sir, from the beginning
of 1993 to the end of 1993, when the
instructions were issued to lead the
Functional Work and Ekeus’s Functional
Committee, these groups have worked
very hard ... unbelievable ... I would
describe it as absolutely unbelievable!
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Ekeus did not leave away any ins or outs,
lies or truth, without raising and
discussing it [the questions/allegations],
and finding a solution for it. As comrade
‘Amir says, you must meet him in a
discussion where you would be able to be
creative in creating answers, when he
represents new cases from the three files,
then this will be done, there is nothing to
it ... Now the missiles ... on what date did
he come to inspect us about the missiles?
They were here for a whole month in
1993. They brought airplanes ... A
hundred people stayed in the western
desert for a whole month, searching for
missiles, according to the information
from the Pentagon, in which they have not
found anything but jerboa, for a whole
month. Then he came a second time
[UNINTELLIGIBLE] where he said, that
they had entered a school while I was in
the airport and we had a problem because
we thought that he was coming to the
Central Command ... Huh! ... He said,
“you have missiles in the school”, they
entered the school and did not find
anything. They dug and sifted through ...
and what is he saying now? He says, “you
have twenty missiles that are unaccounted
for”, and he has done it a hundred times
previously. Sir, the Biological program
remains an open file, nothing has
happened with it. They came in 1991-
1992 and inspected Al-Hokum and Al-
Salman locations, they evacuated the
areas, and they did not find anything.
They came another time and evacuated
areas, and did not find anything. Their
eyes are now focused on the Biological
program. The Russians, the French and a
number of members from the Security
Council went to Germany. Comrade
‘Amir and Dr. Ragheb Al-Kisee went and
have seen the Germans. Did the Germans
raise dangerous questions with you,
dangerous in nature about the missiles, the




Chemical program, or the Nuclear
program? Even though the Germans are
heavily involved in the Functional
Committee, sir, what I mean, is that the
German efforts are considered to be the
second after the American efforts in the
Functional Committee. We know that
these files are almost completed. I do not
want them to say that the point that all of
the comrades were referring to, are the
game rules. When we played it, it cost us
and hurt us.
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This game ... meant for ... was meant for
the work in July 1993, six months in 1993
until the 18" of the beginning month of
1994, and four months of 1995. In the 22-
month period, all of the technicians,
experts and executives from the Special
Committee, were aiding them to achieve
the results, in addition to the diplomatic
effort; I mean ... It is not like there was no
work done. Let us say he comes back
again and opens [UNINTELLIGIBLE] we
know that there was extensive, precise
work conducted and the benefiting
members of the Security Council know it
as well. Therefore, I have stated that if we
solve the Biological program problem,
and let us just say if we, no matter how
long or how much work it takes as long as
we solve it. The French and the Russians
will lay their plans on the table, and the
Americans would discuss their plans, of
course. They would then say, there is a
point here and a point there, at what time
the serious discussions would start. About
these serious discussions, comrade ‘Amir
and I do not agree upon it, he said that
France is Ekeus. Yes, in the Biological
program, France is Ekeus. However, let us
look again at [UNINTELLIGIBLE] the
speech of the ambassador of France in
January in the Security Council
[UNINTELLIGIBLE] He said, “the
search for perfection is not a reality, you
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cannot achieve to a point of a hundred
percent in every field. The original
mission of the Special Committee is
Ekeus, which is that Iraq will only possess
weapons in the amount where they do not
pose a threat to the security and stability
of the region”. Sir, this is a plan, an
opinion [UNINTELLIGIBLE] Ekeus's
opinion differs from this. Ekeus wants to
achieve a hundred percent. His desire,
with the United States support, his
personal cowardly behavior, because he is
a coward. Who would say, from the
representatives of countries, stand by me,
I am convinced? For that reason, when I
asked him the question, instead of
answering, he tries to deliberate [dodge]
the question [UNINTELLIGIBLE] that is
why from the Russian and French
perspective, there is the possibility of
embarrassment in the big picture. I ahhh
... I mean, ahhh ... I agreed with the
comrade Foreign Minister when he said,
we have paid for the game rules that we
played. I mean, we have paid the price for
it. We paid in 1991 when our weapons
were destroyed. They and we have
destroyed the entire nuclear program and
the missiles. The main plants were
destroyed also. I mean, there are only a
few things left of the game rules. It is not
in our interest to remove ourselves from
the game rules, because getting out of the
game rules should have happened at the
time when we did not present sacrifices.
We have not done extensive political,
diplomatic or technical work, as you
know, also, we did not have the level of
international understanding. As for the
little issues in regards to the nuclear
program, let the comrades tell us
precisely, in a technical meeting, what
was present and when they are expecting
this [nuclear program issue] to end. Sir,
your Excellency, you had put forth that
question in 1995.
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comrades Husayn and ‘Amir before
meeting with your Excellency. I do not
think that if we did not start this file, that
it would take a long time. It would not
take very long. There would be a political
war with it. It is not as if it would not
happen. The Americans and the English
[British] will now start to take advantage
of every point, for example, human rights,
the Atomic and Biological program, and it
will remain. However, do the others have
the same point of view? No, the others
will not have the same point of view. The
others are convinced, as I am now telling
you. If you would meet with the Foreign
Minister of France, he is convinced, and
he is saying that Iraq does not have
anything left, ahhh ... I mean, it is
possible to implement UN paragraph 22,
so solve it! I mean, you have an
unresolved problem before you, so solve
it! Why are the inspectors not meeting
with comrade ‘Amir in New York?
Because, of the French and Russian
inspectors and the countries from the
Special Committee’s findings in the file.
What would comrade 'Amir say to them?
He would tell them about Al-Ghawa' and
so on [UNINTELLIGIBLE] and we
distributed it to the hospitals. They will
then tell him, we are not convinced. So,
they are dodging him, otherwise, they
would have met with you [talking to
‘Amir] ... at that time, a year ago

[INTERRUPTED]
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mean is the ambassador
[INTERRUPTED]
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When the ambassador meets with you ha
[0o.k.] ... why is it called meeting with
you? As I told the comrades, whenever we
need the French ambassador, we would
invite him to come and he would. He
always answers when I invite him.
Whenever he hears from the Security
Council, he will come to us. Every time
you asked him to see you, he did.
However, they are not convinced of what
you are saying.
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convinced.
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Before we went to New York, we sent a
memorandum through Jordan, where they
[Jordanians] sent it to Ahmed Al-‘Azawi
to tell him that they changed their mind.
They [the Jordanians] said, that this story
would not work. So sir, we explained it to
them again [laughing]
[UNINTELLIGIBLE)] these people ahhh
... they were listening to us until we
explained the other issues to them
[UNINTELLIGIBLE] for example, the
Americans oppose the missiles; we urged
them [UNINTELLIGIBLE] and told them
[the Jordanians] that their allegations are
without any base, the Iraqi information is
true. In fact, it is true. It is true and it has
been worked on, and so on. However, they
[the Jordanians] are not convinced of this
story. They are saying that we are hiding
something, therefore, whenever you get
that taken care of, come back to us, and
we will give you the support you want.

[UNINTELLIGIBLE] Thank you, sir. Sir,
I would not be talking out in the open like
this, if it were not for your Excellency
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initiating the clarification and Mr. Tariq’s
words that we have produced the
Biological weapons. We have not clarified
everything that we have and they can
argue the subject of the missiles with us,
now or after a year or two. The three areas
on the missile subject have not been
announced. The first is the location and
the second is their lack of knowledge
about the missile program. Sir, this is my
job and I have known it for a long time. It
is not an easy position and it is very
critical according to what they know. If
God is willing, I will explain it to your
Excellency. Sir, are we thinking that they
are not raising the issue of the Chemical
program? In addition, are we thinking that
the Biological program is the only
problem? No sir. I think they have the
Chinese information about the missiles, if
they want to raise this issue, let them,
because as I mentioned, we did not
complete it. They have a bigger problem
with the Chemical program than the
Biological program, a lot bigger than the
Biological program. It is not the weapons,
the size of the imported material, the size
of [UNINTELLIGIBLE] that we
presented to them or the size of the
stockpile. They knew that not all of this
was true. We have not told them that we
used it on Iran, nor have we told them
about the size or kind of Chemical
weapons that we produced, and we have
not told them the truth about the imported
material. Therefore, sir, if they want to
raise an issue, | mean, they will see that
our argument is the issue of the Biological
program. I disagree; I must be truthful
before you your Excellency. Your
Excellency, I stand before you and openly
disagree with this subject. What they want
is paragraph after paragraph. For the time
being, we do not want them to say that we
did not come forth [present the
information]. Now sir, [ will repeat, is it
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better for us to do so [present the
information] or take the current position?
Again sir, about the Biological and the
Chemical programs, we disagree with
them but not about the 17
[UNINTELLIGIBLE] Sir, this is the big
issue. Some of our teams are working in
one direction where another team does not
know that they are working above in the
same direction. Therefore, they could find
it out if they wanted to. The ... the reason
they know about it is, that we imported a
quantity from America and we imported a
quantity from Europe. However, we did
not come forth with the quantities. Sir,
therefore, [UNINTELLIGIBLE] a
problem we must pay attention to, that
[UNINTELLIGIBLE] have a new relation
with agents [representatives] to keep
silent? No sir, I disagree. Sir, about the
Nuclear program, we say that we have
uncovered everything. In addition, we
have an unannounced problem with the
Nuclear program, and I think they know
about it. I mean, there is working teams
that are working and some of these teams
are not known to anyone. This team is a
group and the other is ... I am sorry sir,
but [ must talk clearly, even though
everything is done and we are over with,
but just in case they raise an issue, we
should be prepared for them, in any way,
with the experts and with locations,
truthfully. Yes, there are uncovered
activities, so your Excellency and we will
understand that if they would come and
say, that the Biological program is still the
same ... no, sir, the Biological program is
the least of our issues and ... [ mean that I
am sorry to say that it is the most
insignificant problem. Now the 17
[UNINTELLIGIBLE] is not a problem.
The question about them saying, |
remember here, I remember there, where
did it go, how was it manufactured and
how was it used. Truthfully, sir, we will
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be honest with them, this way, when the
resolution ... When the resolution is
issued, it will not only be based on the
Biological program because if it was, it
would [include] the missiles tomorrow,
and the Nuclear program would be the day
after, and so on. Sir, it was true when the
French said that this is the way; however,
there is more to it than that, they have
debated the issues with Ekeus
[UNINTELLIGIBLE] they [French] told
him, [Ekeus] why are you talking about
the Iraqi’s without knowing, and why are
you not telling them, that they have not
done this or that? That is what the French
ambassador said in the Security Council.
Sir, [UNINTELLIGIBLE] the French are
playing games ... true games. Sir, getting
back to the subject, are we uncovering
everything? If we continue to be silent
about the issue at hand, I must say that it
is in our best interest not to uncover it, not
only in fear of exposing the technology
that we have or that we possess or to hide
it for future agendas. However, the game
rules have advanced now and it is clear to
most of the country officials that their
deals are mandatory with [of interest for]
America, they are now siding with Iraq.
Some of them understand that there comes
a time when you have to attest to the truth,
enough is enough, meaning that we have
not left out anything. Regarding any issue
or concern that they may raise, do they
think we would say that we have
Biological weapons? This man is causing
problems. Let us say for instance, we have
produced a weapon, and say we took him
here and there and the results were in.
Therefore, the 17 [UNINTELLIGIBLE] is
completed; however sir, let us imagine
how many problems there are; One, until
they acknowledge that we have admitted
it. Let us leave all of the past problems or
our denial to the missiles, the Nuclear and
the Chemical program and let us talk
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about the Biological program. Do you see
sir, it is time that we need. Sir, we have
discussed with Dr. ‘Amir to take great
precautions and how to get out of this
problem. We believed that we were
finished after Iraq’s confession, which is
already done. He himself, inspected the
Biological program and the Al-Hokum
plant, they inspected all of it. We met
them there and told them, here it is. They
inspected all the air vents, water pipes,
even the air, they inspected everything,
and he created the file, as you know. He
has raised and renewed it a great deal. Sir,
where was the Nuclear material
transported to? A number of them were
transported outside of Iraq. A number of
them [did not specify whom] knew about
the nature of our work in the past
[UNINTELLIGIBLE] I mean, they got
out. Therefore sir, to solve this issue, we
must stand firm. Why should we stand
firm? We should stand firm because the
time will allow us to confess all that we
have ... Sir, this estimate could take up to
five years while they are trying to solve it.
Five years of examination and
comparison, and they have seen
[UNINTELLIGIBLE] He said that we
used Nuclear weapons when we entered
Iran; this is the story, which I believe he
will refer to, if Ekeus and the American
position stays strong. However, sir, if they
weaken, they will vanish, even if we
manufactured missiles or something that
is not permitted. This is what I believe
would happen if the position of the
countries would change. Moreover, sir,
my personal belief is that the top countries
want to move forward, except France.
France is very behind, [ mean, he
[Comrade ‘Amir] told me that the Russian
position is much more compassionate with
us. Comrade ‘Amir said that the French
companies that we are negotiating with on
very valuable contracts, are not
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responding now [UNINTELLIGIBLE]
anyway, we are not happy, we are upset.
They [French] seem interested in every
subject but with an attitude, not just today,
this has been happening since we started
working with them in the beginning days
after the aggression and after the mob,
[coalition forces] when we made a tie with
the French. Until now, we have not seen
the French change one bit ever, not even a
hair. To be truthful before your
Excellency, I do not trust the French in
their current position; maybe this will
change after the election. However, in this
current situation sir, by God, I think that
they are more distant than the Chinese are,
even though the Chinese are very far also.
They [French] appear in the Security
Council with a yes one time and a no
another time. Therefore sir, my personal
belief is that they are layered [two-faced]
and possibly in coordination with America
and in coordination with the world. Sir, of
course every time there is a problem, they
see no resolution for it, but on the other
hand, we solve it, even though it ends up
bigger than when it started. Sir, any
problem that was raised, we have solved it
on the same level. If we had a dispute
about a machine, at the end, the dispute
would become bigger than a machine. Sir,
going back to our pages of
communication, which is what, is
important to us, especially with Ekeus and
with the countries position, which is not a
normal position. Instead of us admitting to
the Biological program, sir, we should ask
the specialists. How can we close the 17
[UNINTELLIGIBLE]? We do this and
that and these are all the details that we
have. How can we know when this file
will be closed? It has not been a year sir,
the Biological program has not been a
year sir, okay [UNINTELLIGIBLE]
however, are these facts and before that,
were they facts. The mistakes in the files
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[UNINTELLIGIBLE]. To be truthful
before you sir, he could accuse us with all
of the issues, in spite of all our effort, the
effort that has been contributed by all of
our young men, Rossum and Comrade
‘Amir, by God, which was an effort. I
mean, it is difficult, one of the most
difficult issues. However, if he has
anything and something is going to
happen, then whatever happens - happens.
This would not be the end of us, even if
we confess and put forth sir, as long as we
have not confessed, [UNINTELLIGIBLE]
because it is not true and we will never
say that these statements are true.

Sir that would be better than saying it is
true, because the length of time is what
caused the problem for Iraq. This is a long
period. My apologies for repeating it
again but, this is the truth ... Thank you
Sir.

Which is better, to have all of
the Security Council members against us,
or just part of them? [INTERRUPTED]
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Of course, you would, in our interest, tell
them to change our program and see if all
of the Security Council members are
against us. [ mean, this is my opinion, that
this is what we should do. If they told us,
it would be two or three months, within
months, we could deal with it. However, if
the period is unknown it could take a long
time without guarantee that there would
be two positions. Then I would wash my
hands off the American and the British
position and then I would not negotiate at
all. There is not an end in sight for this
issue to be completed ahhh ... where there
would be two positions, even with what is
left of this year, and what is left of this
year is long.

the subject of the interest struggle in the
world field. The struggle between their
interest and Americans and their alliances
interest is what encouraged their
movement to stand by us ... the way they
are now. Therefore, now they have a
significant interest. | mean that all the
countries, which are permanent and non-
permanent members, would stand with us.
They calculate the balance between their
loss and gain very carefully, in escalating
or deescalating the American position.
Why would we care? We have seen the
extent of their corruption. I mean, to what
extent they would stand against America
to protect their interest, regarding the
sanctions against Iraq. I mean, we will not
forget them. We will pay, settle, and deal
with them, ahhh ... with the same
sensitivity that is used while dealing with
the main, greatest enemy. When we notice
a significant change the position of
France, Russia, Chinas, and of other
countries, which are known to the
Security Council, including Nigeria and
Indonesia, even the other countries that
Comrade Tariq referred to, such as
Germany and Italy, for more than one
year. The ahhh ... In my opinion, we
should start informing all of them, I mean,
to meet with them immediately, on the
highest level that we can achieve with
them. We will tell them that we are done,
I mean, we have reached an absolute
understanding. Let us ask for their opinion
on what they can do about this issue. We
are totally convinced that Americas
persistence will not stop on any level,
ahhh ... They will be disgusted with the
sanctions on Iraq because it will ruin Iraq.
How can they just wipe Iraq off the map?
This is an understanding that we have
come to and one or two have proved it, in
which we have explained to them ... what
we have done during these five years and
what America has done as well and how
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they have treated us. Therefore, we must
tell them to stand by us to this extent or
we will not deal with them. It is true that
there is a problem between Ekeus and us,
and there is a problem with our time,
however, what we are giving and the
position that we are now in, has surfaced.
We cannot bear anymore, our people will
refuse to agree and the political
embarrassment ... to our politics. During,
ahhh ... the period, on such date, if there
was not a serious change towards positive
dealings with Iraq in the Security Council,
we will withdraw from our current
position, and whatever happens - happens.
Nothing will be worse than the current
position. This position is the worst. Unless
there is, ahhh ... the leadership reached to
a deep discussion. First, our belief ... I
think our belief, ahhh ... Most of the
leadership members and possibly most of
those who care about the ... or should I
not say “the caring” because all of the
Iraqi’s care. Most of them work in this
field, the field of struggle, those who deal
with the Security Council, our diplomatic
and political workers, and all of the
officials, who are dealing with this issue,
need to understand that the issues and the
monstrosity of America, Ekeus, and their
alliances will continue to create problems
to put forth as technical evidence.
America will not come to them to
implement the game rules from the start as
they are supposed to and they will not say,
ahhh ... everything is done in an orderly
fashion. America, along with their power
and intelligence and ... and we have seen
their power, intelligence, and their control
over the world society, their failure, and
the fear ... the whole world’s fear of
them. We have seen the Russian’s and the
world being paid-off. How can they not
obey them [Americans]? In addition, the
giant China used to oppose the true and
false with [everything] America, there is
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not an issue or case ..., which would
prevent America from using bribery, and I
mean sir, what are we expecting from
America? [ mean, don’t you think that
America, with all of their power and
control, would be able to produce yearly
paragraphs that they can corrupt and
present to the ... Security Council in a
deceitful way? They negotiate that same
way with the Security Council members.
They will continue to produce details
about the Chemical and Biological
programs, and the missiles. They will
continue to produce and produce ... They
will come forth to convince Russia and
China and to convince ahhh ... France on
how important it is to implement the so
and so resolution. Sir, I was not present at
the time in which the resolution numbers
were implemented, but I think it is in
regards to the humanitarian [issues] and
the subject of the North [Kurds] in UN
paragraph 22. That one [UN paragraph
22] is a major operation because this
system is a criminal system and we will
not make them happy because it would
destroy the humanity. Let us follow this
paragraph ... however, if it does not get
completed or implemented by America
within two to three or five to six years
from now, then they will not issue
paragraph 22. They would say that we
must separate the paragraphs
[INAUDIBLE] then the Russians and the
French would come to us
[UNINTELLIGIBLE] it is humanitarian,
it is legal and correct, there is nothing
wrong with it and you must accept this
resolution and this direction. Therefore,
my opinion is to ahhh ... I mean now,
while our people are still in good spirits
and with this mentality, before the issues
get out of our hands, and before the
positive issues get out of our hands [as
well]. Let us take the issues from the side
that we have been talking about, as you
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remember. [ mean, let our fight be strong.
Well, it is not a fight, we are not trying to
resist. We ... need to express ... we need to
express the truth, freedom, personal rights,
and the position of the principals that God
supports which are most important and
God is more powerful than America and
the entire world. Are we going to build an
army and fight America? No,
[UNINTELLIGIBLE] we will meet with
the Russians and we will tell them that we
have reached a level ahhh ... of
understanding and persistence. We will
take this stand as long as these issues are
heading in this direction in the Security
Council. Moreover, we ask of your
support as friends, this is legitimate and
true, and you [Russians] understand it.
However, the worlds political
considerations ahhh ... the considerations
of the relations with America and in view
of the fact that Iraq will continue to bleed
since the start of the bleeding [UN
sanctions], two to three years ago, they
[Russians] can challenge that. Right now,
you must lift the sanctions on us. Ahhh ...
I mean, you must seriously focus on this
issue. We want a serious and effective
position from you, in this direction, and
we need you to support our current
position ... [UNINTELLIGIBLE] we are
not asking too much of them, let them
answer us. The French, the Chinese, all
the world countries that we can reach, and
the entire Arab nation will say this. All the
countries that we can reach, starting with
Jordan and the surrounding countries to
Egypt, United Arab Emirates, Qatar
[UNINTELLIGIBLE] as you have said.
We can call on ... with an Iraqi national
declaration, an Iraqi historical leadership
declaration to the Arab nations and call on
the nation of Saudi Arabia to stand firm
with us. To call on all of the Arab nations
to stand firm with us on this issue and to
strongly, officially, diplomatically and
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publicly burden all of the Arab countries
and the entire world to take a specific
position. As some of the comrades have
said, if we have not agreed and did not
have a complete agreement, I mean,
officially, the French, Russians, Chinese,
all other great alliances and us, if we agree
and commit to solve it, then the sanctions
would be lifted the next month. I mean, let
us implement the UN paragraph 22. If
America refuses and uses their Veto, or
just disagrees, you [All the countries]
should implement it, and refer to America
as disobeying the Security Council
resolutions. Looking into this seriously in
regards to the Biological program; If they
agree to this ... then we can solve it.
However, if they say we cannot or this is
not possible, then we will go back to the
other position. My opinion is to take the
other position and take this opportunity to
conduct communications openly, on the
highest level, so the entire world is aware
that we will only take this position if the
Security Council does not comply with us.

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as far as I know, the Security Council
members did not acknowledge Ekeus’
mistakes, even our friends did not
acknowledge the mistakes. On the
contrary, they were persistent on
implementing the Security Council
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resolutions, all of which relate to the main
basis of the game rules, which has too
many terms. [ mean, in my belief and
analyzation, they are concentrating on the
economic side. They are thinking that they
will possibly accomplish something
through the economic side, but with the
help of God, while you are in power, they
will lose. Mr. President, through analyzing
the position of the European countries and
the Security Council, there was a
discussion on this subject, relating to the
resolution 187, and especially resolution
715. In regards to resolution 715, there
was a great discussion on how long it will
take to acknowledge this resolution, in
regards to the sanctions, is it tomorrow, or
next month. Afterwards, the discussion
continued and they raised the opposing
Kuwait issue, the border issue with
Kuwait. In addition, there was a
discussion about us continuing and
acknowledging resolution 715, then after
that was Kuwait, and next [[INAUDIBLE]
It is my belief that we have not reached a
result; there was no agreement, even if we
did acknowledge everything. However,
they view the game rules or the basis of
the game rules in a different and particular
way and they are concentrating on the
economic side of it. As the Lieutenant
General said, if we would admit to the
new issues that have been imposed, do
you think that they would discuss this
issue to lift the sanctions off of Iraq?
Okays, in their telegrams they expressed:
‘now you see that when we pressure Iraq,
they comply with the Security Council.’
Now, in these last days ... before your
Excellency and the professional comrades,
if we admit as comrade Husayn said, do
you think that they will come back on us
again for the rest of the issues? Again, I
believe that they will raise other issues
because nothing satisfies them. I do not
want to prolong the discussion that the
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comrades mentioned previously in this
issue. In order to move on, we must have
a political position from the leadership.
[UNINTELLIGIBLE] Therefore, Mr.
President, I mean, there are too many
stand points to their game rules, so we
must have a stand from the leadership in
this direction and if we do not take a stand
they will consider raising multiple issues
against us. Thereafter, the results will be
what they planted in the basis for their
game rules, which is the economic side of
our people and at the time that, as you
know, our people are able to stand-up and
fight.

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Biological issues, the file will be closed
and would it then be considered among
other categories and how will it affect our
credibility? This is the question. Sir, if
you will allow me to say, this is the
question that is choking us, I mean, would
this issue of credibility be raised?
Naturally, yes. Our credibility will be put
into question a lot. [UNINTELLIGIBLE]
We talk about this issue everyday of our
lives ahhh ... But, the comment that I
started with is; did they succeed in
proving that the information we presented
was not credible? I mean, if he or any
neutral authority, including the Special
Committee, would say that Iraq has
complied and completed the obligations in
conformity with resolution 22; this
possibility is zero, and it becomes zero.
Let us explain this issue with flexibility on
the technical side, while contained under
supervision, where we can determine this
issue in the least amount of time possible.
Of course, it will require to be within the
framework of true politics because
[UNINTELLIGIBLE] confronting our
friends now and before
[UNINTELLIGIBLE] when we say a lot,
it is not true, and when we say a little, it is
not true. Do we have ideas that will take
some time to be presented, so we can open
the issues that will give our position a
high level of credibility, and at the same
time reduce the period as much as
possible? [UNINTELLIGIBLE] Whatever
it takes, a year or two, where it would
possibly not take a long time to
accomplish. Even if they did not deal with
us on the technical side, we still have a
better chance compared to zero. That is
all, thank you sir.

SADDAM:
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Thank you sir, [ have a very funny report
in front of me that we filed last year, this
report will make you laugh, and this is just
a part of it, which is connected to their
games. Sir, especially about the missiles,
which are not the main issue, what are
they thinking! We thought that the
completion of this file would be at the end
0f 1992, and again in 1993. I mean, in
1992, we destroyed a large factory that
specialized in manufacturing missiles with
solid fuel and we have destroyed many
things related to liquid fuel. However, in
spite of that, when the Special Committee
felt that the subject of recognition
[UNINTELLIGIBLE] will be determined.
Moreover, the Special Committee started
asking derogatory questions, more so than
they have in the past. Sir, we were
finished with the missile issues, directly
after claiming Kuwait. They are trying to
restart the issues [missile issues],
immediately after they ran into an crisis,
the Special Committee increased the limit
of their styles [research methods?] which
resulted in going back to the previous file,
as if they were starting from the beginning
... as if they were starting from zero. Then
they would ask for supporting documents
and they would concentrate on putting
forth insignificant, silly questions, which
is all that would be left, for them to create
related issues. In the end, in order to
achieve goals, a political goal, perhaps
they [Special Committee] would resort to
alleging that some of the imported
equipment was used specifically for
previous programs, so it [equipment]
would then be destroyed. In regards to the
destruction, the issues were decided on in
1992. A large portion of the equipment for
the missile engines, from the industrial
base, was destroyed [UNINTELLIGIBLE]
and after we acknowledged resolution
715. Sir, I mean, about the issue in 1993,
Ekeus had confirmed that all of the
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destruction of related locations has been
completed, I mean, that is what they said.
When the destruction started, there were
not any additional locations. This
[UNINTELLIGIBLE] after our
acknowledgement of resolution 715,
which is about the missile issue. They said
[Special Committee] they would submit to
monitoring only, which is exactly what
happened. However, the Special
Committee started raising the Chinese
radar issue. Sir, about the Chinese radar
issue, when we got it, it [radar system]
was very outdated [technology]; we did
not use it for the missiles because it was
not equipped for long-range scan. They
[Special Committee] still associated it
[radar] with the missiles. We did not use
the missiles; they destroyed them, in
which we obtained permission from your
Excellency. The Chinese radar was
destroyed after our acknowledgement to
resolution 715 and after Kuwait. Sir, all of
this [UNINTELLIGIBLE] with your
Excellency’s authorization. It has been put
forth two days ago, in order to possibly
destroy a number of important and vital
locations that produce engine parts for the
missiles, which were not included in the
inspection. Sir, in 1992 it was closed;
They raised this issue again in 1993. After
Kuwait, we went back and destroyed the
Chinese radar, in which Abu Fareehd,
head of the inspection team, returned to
tell them that we have the capability to
produce engine parts for the missiles with
liquid fuel. Sir, the solid fuels are
finished; now they went back to the liquid
fuels. The head of the inspection team
went ahead with the current monitoring, in
light of what he is going to suggest to
Ekeus in New York. According to the
Special Committee’s behavior, I believe
that their decision was influenced ...
Therefore; I think it was in regards to the
missiles. Which, in that perspective, was
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an example for their new positions that
they started after we claimed Kuwait,
which consists of other fields of Chemical
and Biological programs that they think
we are working to obtain, which we have
no intention, and so on. They are bringing
up the Biological program, however, the
issue that is before you sir, are the
missiles. Sir, we have been doing it since
12-12-1994. There is a clear report that
they will be silent for a while, however,
Ekeus told us after we acknowledged
resolution 715 that he will not destroy any
locations and that there will be the
monitoring only. We all know that the
monitoring is only a block [delay] for the
issue, and every time they destroy a
location, we would ask them why, and
they would say “what can we do, you did
not acknowledge the resolution 715
[ends in the middle of a sentence]
